BEHAVIOR GUIDELINES

Our goal is the safety of all children in Kids

Stuff. All play must follow YMCA Core Values:
Honesty, Caring, Respect & Responsibility. For

persistent or aggressive behaviors the
following plan may be followed:

First Incident: Parent/guardian will be notified.

The child will be talked to and may be asked
to leave for the day.

Second Incident: Parent/guardian will be

notified and may be asked to remove child for

the day. A conference with the Supervisor
and/or Kids Stuff team member may be
scheduled to create a behavioral plan.

**Third Incident: Child may be removed from

Kids Stuff and may take a break from the
program for a period of time determined by
the Kids Stuff team.

Sick Policy

We follow the same sick policy as the School
District including recommendations from the
Health Department.

Please do not bring children who have the
following: within last 24 hrs

e Fever (100 degrees or higher)
o Diarrhea or vomiting

e Respiratory infection symptoms including
wheezing and uncontrollable coughs etc..

e Stayed home sick from school
SPECIAL NEEDS/MEDICAL CONDITIONS

Please inform staff of any special needs or
medical conditions to ensure the best possible
care. Kids Stuff does not provide 1:1 care.
However, you may provide a PCA to
accompany your child during their visit.

Parents will be contacted immediately when:

o Diaper change, accident, bathroom
assistance.

e The time limit has exceeded or Kids stuff is
closing for the day. Please be on-time.

e Child is inconsolable and has been crying
for 15 minutes. (Less if requested)

e Child shows symptoms of illness or is
unable to comfortably participate in
activities.

e Aggressive/inappropriate behavior occurs.
